
The new farm bill has significant changes that 
effect crop insurance and Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) requirements.  In order to be 
eligible for disaster payments through the 
FSA office, it is now required that you in-
sure all of your crops, including, alfalfa 
and grass through us or through the FSA.  
The Sales Closing deadline for these crops 
is September 30.  It is vital that you con-
tact us before this date. 

As many of you know, wheat prices are at 
their all time high.  Not only will you see a 
substantial  increase in your coverage, but 
you will also see an increase in your pre-
miums.  In 2008, the wheat premiums were 
based on $5.88/bu.  As of today, the base 
price is way over $9.00/bu.  The final price 
will be set on 09/15/2008.  Please make sure 
that we give you a quote for the upcoming 
year.

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Reporting your 2008 productions for wheat 
and alfalfa and your 2009 planted acres are 
due by November 14 and November 17.  
Please bring in your information as you sign 
up or as they become available.

* Marital Status (newly married, newly 
divorced) 

* Tax I.D. or Social Security Number for 
you and your spouse 

* Power of Attorney - Make sure your 
POA matches the entity on file.

Many of you insure your corn as grain.  If 
you think you have a loss and you plan on 
cutting your corn for silage, please contact 
us immediately.  We will send an adjuster 
to do an appraisal.

In order for losses to be paid correctly, please 
understand all losses must be reported imme-
diately - even if you plan on taking it to har-
vest.

As clarification becomes avail-
able, we will keep you apprised to how it ef-
fects your crop insurance coverage.
