
When you get your acres planted, please stop in 
to report them!   

 We need the number of acres, the legals, crop 
share and plant dates.   

 Acres should match the acres reported to 
FSA - please bring your 578’s if you have 
them. 

 Also, don’t forget to bring your sugar beet 
and malting barley contracts! 

 Please be aware of the reporting deadlines 
and report your info prior to these dates.   

 Always review your summaries to make sure 
all of your information is correct.

 Please keep all productions separate per unit. 

 Contact us if you are going to commingle your 
productions in a bin or truck. 

 Please call us immediately if there has been 
damage to your wheat or you anticipate a loss. 

 After you are done with harvest, please provide 
us with your productions as soon as possible, 
so we may check to see if you have a loss.
