House Farm Bill Amendment Will Devastate The Crop Insurance Program
Farmers Will Lose Coverage

The version of the farm bill passed by the House on July 27 with program cuts, which will make
crop insurance unavailable to thousands of farmers in large areas of the United States and cut back
service in remaining areas. The crop insurance industry is singled out as the biggest target in the
farm bill. However, the farmers will be the biggest losers. Farmers will have fewer carriers to
choose from and fewer agents, making it more difficult to buy the insurance they need to obtain
loans, forward market their crops and obtain yield protection. Farmers in high loss states will find
it difficult to buy crop insurance at all, thus leading to the ultimate demise of the program in all
states. Unless the program can remain available in all states, it will no longer be politically viable.
Companies will be forced to evaluate whether they can continue to write in states that historically
have high frequencies of loss such as Texas, North Carolina, North Dakota, Oregon, Colorado and
the New England region. It is imperative that you contact your members of Congtess during the
August recess, which began last weekend. The Senate will start marking up its version of the bill in
September so please be sure to contact your two Senators. However, it is also important to contact
your House members to let them know that devastating changes to the crop insurance program are
included in the House-passed bill.
